Security of the Aaniiih Nakoda College Campus 

It is the mission of Aaniiih Nakoda College to provide a safe and secure campus for 

students, faculty, staff and community members.  As such the ANC Campus has 

eight buildings, which have an alarm system that is engaged once the offices are 

locked.  Better lighting in all areas has been installed over the last summer.  In 

addition the Fort Belknap Indian Law Enforcement Office provides security in 

evenings and on weekends.  In compliance of the Jeanne Clery Disclosure Act, of 

Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics Act, the Aaniiih Nakoda 

College will publish an Annual Security Report for the campus. 

HOW THE REPORT IS DISSEMNATED 
The report will be disseminated by December 17, 2020 to all staff, faculty and students, 
through staff meetings, student general assemblies and social media.

THE CLERY ACT    

The Jean Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Crime Statistics Act, as 

part of the Higher Education Act of 1965, is a federal law that requires colleges and 

universities to disclose certain timely and annual information about campus crime and 

security and fire safety policies.  The act includes: 

1. Publishing an annual report disclosing campus security policies and three years of 

selected crime and fire statistics; 

2. Making timely warnings to the campus community about crimes that pose a serious 

or ongoing threat; 

3. Keeping a public crime log; 

4. Upholding basic rights to victims of sexual assault; 

5. Making accurate crime statistics available to the U.S. Department of Education, 

which centrally collects and disseminates campus crime statistics at the national 

level; 

6. Provide a Drug and Alcohol Prevention program; 

The Clery Act, formerly known as the Crime Awareness and Campus Security Act, was 

signed in 1990, and is named after 19 year-old, Jeanne Clery, who was raped and

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murdered in her Lehigh University residence hall in 1986. Cleryôs parents lobbied 

Congress to enact the law when they discovered students at Lehigh hadnôt been notified 

about the 38 violent crimes that had occurred on campus in the three years prior to 

Cleryôs murder.  

Jeanne Clerk Disclosure of Campus Security Policy. The law was amended in 1992 to 

add a requirement that schools afford the victims of campus sexual assault basic rights, 

and was amended again in 1998 to expand the reporting requirements. The 1998 

amendments also formally named the law in memory of Jean Clery. Further, the law was 

amended in 2000 to require schools beginning in 2003 to notify the campus community 

about where public ñMeganôs Lawò information about registered sex offenders on campus 

could be obtained:  https://app.doj.mt.gov/apps/svow/search.aspx 

Most recently, President Obama signed into law the Violence Against Women Act 

(VAWA), 2013, which requires institutions to report statistics of Sexual Assault, Domestic 

Violence, Dating Violence and Stalking in the institutions Annual Security Report.  It also 

gave tribes the authority to prosecute non-Natives who have committed an act of violence 

against Native Women.
