General Description
Aaniiih Nakoda College is seeking a full-time Education and Early Childhood Education Instructor. The instructor is responsible for teaching students in classroom and lab environments. The instructor shall assist with student recruitment and retention in the teacher education program. The instructor shall maintain current knowledge of research, practice, and trends in early childhood and elementary education. The instructor shall actively participate in college life and activities. Under the supervision of the Dean of Academic Affairs, the instructor shall:
· Teach a minimum of 12-15 credits per semester;
· Manage early childhood education and education laboratories as needed;
· Serve as academic advisor to students in the Early Childhood Education and Education programs;
· Serve on curriculum committee and other committees as assigned;
· Perform program assessment activities;
· Coordinate the review and revision of the education programs;
· Work closely with the Head Start program and the Head Start grant;
· Supervise students' research and internship activities; and
· Be willing to work with a full range of college students.

· Understanding and demonstrated knowledge in higher educational and vocational training; 
· Solid knowledge and experience in the field of education;
